Nursing News: Air Quality

Ground-level ozone (sometimes called smog) is formed from automobile, industrial and other pollutions by chemical reactions
when there is bright sunshine with high temperatures. The highest ozone concentrations usually occur between 2 and 8 pm
from May through September Pr ol onged exposure to this smog cadbhto20peduce a
cent. Those with asthma, children, and the elderly are even more sensitive to the effects of the ozone.

Estimates are that one in three Utahns experience some type of respiratory problem during
high pollution periods. Emergency room visits and hospital admissions for asthma increa
about 24 hours after ozone levels are high. More than 47,000 children in Utah have asth

Particulate matter is very small dust and soot particles. Particulate matter is generally cre
ated during a burning process and includes fly ash (from power plants), carbon black (frof*
automobiles and diesel engines) and soot (from fireplaces and wood stoves). Along the
satch Front, the effects of particulate matter can be seen as the thick brownish haze that
trapped in the valleys during the summer and winter months when the air is very still.
