Please make sure you follow the rules and guidelines because only those that do can go on to the Council level.  

Reflections entries are due in the office by 3:30 p.m. on Friday, November 7, 2008. 

An estimated 2.2 million children ages 14 and under sustain school-related injuries each year.  In elementary schools 80 per-

cent of students will see a school nurse for an injury-related complaint over a two-year period. Practicing the following tips 

could save your children from serious injuries or even save their lives. 

 

ELIMINATE POTENTIAL HAZARDS:  

Check playgrounds where your children play. Look for hazards such as rusted or broken equipment and dangerous sur-

faces. Report any hazards to the school or municipality. 

Remove hood and neck drawstrings from all childrenõs outerwear to avoid strangulation hazards on playgrounds. 

Make sure children remove bike helmets before using any playground equipment. 

Carry with you an emergency kit that includes any special medications or supplies that your child may need. 

Make sure children playing sports are appropriately grouped according to skill level, weight and physical maturity,  

especially for contact sports. 

 

TEACH KIDS SAFETY:  

Teach children proper playground behavior: no pushing, shoving, or crowding. 

Tell them what equipment is appropriate for their age levels. 

Teach children to arrive at the bus stop early, stay out of the street and avoid horseplay, wait for the bus to come to a com-

plete stop before approaching the street, watch for cars, and avoid the driverõs blind spot. 

Remind your children to stay seated at all times and keep their heads and arms inside the bus while riding. 

When exiting the bus, children should remember to wait until the bus comes to a complete stop, exit from the front using 

the handrail to avoid falls, and cross the street at least 10 feet or 10 giant steps in front of the bus.
